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	James Bradley burst onto the international scene in 2000 with his New York Times #1 bestseller Flags of our Fathers.  Steven Spielberg produced the movie Flags of Our Fathers.  Clint Eastwood was the director.
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	James’ second book—FLYBOYS—told the secret story of eight American flyboys who were beheaded in the Pacific War.  Eight were executed, but a ninth got away.  His name was George Herbert Walker Bush.
